 
The City of Marlborough will be holding a memorial ceremony in remembrance of the events which occurred on September 11, 2001.  The ceremony will be held on September 11, 2011 at the Walker Building located at 255 Main Street in Marlborough and will commence promptly at 9:58am, the time that the first tower fell at the World Trade Center.  The lawn of the Walker Building will be decorated with 3,000 flags in honor of those who perished in Shanksville, Pennsylvania, the Pentagon, and at the World Trade Center.  In addition to various musical selections, Kristen Higgins, a student at Marlborough High School, will be on hand to read an essay she composed in reflection of 9/11.  Anita Arnum, an Acton Firefighter and a member of the Massachusetts Urban Search and Rescue Task Force, will deliver the keynote address.  Finally there will be a display of pictures from the three crash sites.

Those attending the ceremony are strongly encouraged to utilize the parking garage on Newton Street as a portion of Main Street will be closed for the event.

The flags will be on display for viewing all weekend until 5:00pm Sunday and you should feel free to visit the Walker Building at any time.
